	The aim of the Master program is to prepare a specialist and analist in social science filed on the basis of theoretical materials, historical resources and diverse theoretical approaches and analysis. Lecture courses of the program are introduced by specific resources and on the basis of modern approach analysis of social sciences, which gives us opportunity to make researches in different important aspects of public adminstrationt. A Master will study the complex of appropriate disciplines – theory of international relations, history of diplomacy, principles of international law, political sciences. Master program will help the Masters develop the skill to make different researches independently. It will prepare specialists to make researches and work practically. Master program intends to prepare public officials.   
Opportunity to continue studying – passing the “public administration” course successfully will give the Masters opportunity to continue learning on the next level and get PHD.

In order to assess achieved results, the following methods are used: homework, tests, oral exams, written exams, presentation, essays, quizzes, situational tasks, provoke, work in groups, aquarium, portfolio, professional practice, conference and Master works and thesis etc.
Students have the right to ask the lecturers for help in the process of learning. (consultation schedule is written in the syllabus).  


	Program structure 

	The program has 120 credits. 70 credits of it are for compulsory courses, 5 credits – for practice, 15 credits – for elective, 30 credits – for Master’s work.

	Criteria and evaluation system of knowledge of a student

	Assessment system of educational program component includes (100 points), the specific share includes 60 points. 

•
student’s active learning process during each semester – 30 points and 

•
mid-term exam – 30 points), 

•
final exam – 40 points.
The student has the right to take the final exam, if his/her minimum competency is 18 points.
Evaluation system includes: 

a) Five forms of positive assessment: 

A) (A) Excellent  –  91% and more from maximum evaluation;

B) (B) very good – 81-90% from maximum evaluation;  

C) (C) good –  71-80% from maximum evaluation; 

D) (D) satisfactory – 61-70% from maximum evaluation;  

E) (E) sufficient – 51-60 % from maximum evaluation.

B) Two forms of negative assessment:
(FX) (Administrative Fail in course for grade/could not pass)  A student gets 41-50% from maximum evaluation which means, that s/he is required to work more for passing the exam, and that s/he is entitled to take a makeup exam only once through personal study;

 (F) (Academic Fail ) – A student gets 40% and less from maximum evaluation, which means that the work done by him/her is not sufficient and s/he has to retake the course.
According to educational component of educational program, in case of adoption of FX, a makeup exam will be appointed no less than 5 calendar days after the conclusion of the final exam results. 


The number of minimum points received from the makeup final exam is 15 points.   


The number of minimum points received from the makeup final exam, is not added to the final assessment received by the student.  


Points received from makeup exam is a final assessment and is added to the final evaluation of the learning component of the educational program.  


According to the assessment 0-50 points received from the makeup final exam, in the final evaluation of the educational component, the student will be evaluated the F-0 score.

remark:   Midterm and final (makeup) exams take place in exam center of ATSU.
