The aim of the program is to develop language competence in citizens who do not speak in Georgian language and give them opportunity to learn Georgian language on B2  level.

The main strategy of this kind of teaching is to teach each member of the group the learning material and give them skills to help each other learn the subject better; 
· Collaborative work: 

Dividing students in groups and giving them various learning tasks;

Working out individually and sharing it with the participants of the group;

The strategy of distributing functions among the group participants during the working process in order to provide maximum involvement in learning process.

· Role and situational plays:
Opportunity for the students to see the issues in different ways and maintain their arguments. These plays are didactical, or teaching plays and playing procedures. Students will see the issues in different positions. These plays help them learn alternative ways of expressing their ideas and have discussions and make firm conclusions; 
· Demonstrative method:
includes presenting information visually and helps the lecturer make the material easily perceivable. Demonstration of teaching material can be presented by students and lectures. Both, teachers and students can demonstrate the aterial; this method helps us make demonstrative and visual to students different levels of learning material. 
· Communicational didactics – highlighting functional meaning of the language while teaching. Create active and symmetric situation in the teaching process, which helps form communicational skills (listening, speaking, writing, reading);
· Total Phisicasl Response – TPR:
Developing speaking skills in the process of teaching. The students have the roles of listeners and doer/performers. He/she listens carefully and then does the work. 
· Task-based language Learning – TBLL:

A lecturer offers the students different situations, in which they might be ever. He/she should use language to make several activities (dialogues, questions and answers, role plays, other communicational activities, etc.)  

	Program structure 

	Assessment system of educational program component includes:

1) 60 ECTS credits  – compulsory courses of the program;
2) 30 ECTS credits – compulsory courses (I semester);

3) 30 ECTS credits – compulsory courses (II semester).

	Criteria and evaluation system of knowledge of a student

	The assessment of the academic performance of students of higher education programs at Akaki Tsereteli State University is carried out by the modern indicators with the order N3 (05.01.2007), and August 18, 2016, №102/N of the Minister of Education and Science of Georgia, defined principles of Akaki Tsereteli State University academic council. The assessment system of students changed at Akaki Tsereteli State University (Decree №45 (16/17) June 30, 2017).
A student is evaluated as the following:

  A student’s active learning during each semester (comprises different components of evaluation) – 30 points;     

Mid-term exam – 30 points; 

Final exam – 40 points.        

   The student has the right to take the final exam, if his/her minimum competency is 18 points.   
  The number of minimum points received from the makeup final exam is 15 points.   
Evaluation system includes: 

a) Five forms of positive assessment: 

A) (A) Excellent  –  91% and more from maximum evaluation;

B) (B) very good – 81-90% from maximum evaluation;  

C) (C) good –  71-80% from maximum evaluation; 

D) (D) satisfactory – 61-70% from maximum evaluation;  

E) (E) sufficient – 51-60 % from maximum evaluation.
B) Two forms of negative assessment:

 (FX) (Administrative Fail in course for grade/could not pass)  A student gets 41-50% from maximum evaluation which means, that s/he is required to work more for passing the exam, and that s/he is entitled to take a makeup exam only once through personal study;

 (F) (Academic Fail) – A student gets 40% and less from maximum evaluation, which means that the work done by him/her is not sufficient and s/he has to retake the course.  

According to educational component of educational program, in case of adoption of FX, a makeup exam will be appointed no less than 5 calendar days after the conclusion of the final exam results.
Evaluation criteria in particular/specific courses are determined in appropriate course syllabus.
